KEEPING GIRLS IN SCHOOL

In their first year our teams have seen an average 69%
decrease in youth missing school for water collection.
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SEXUAL EXPLOITATION

Ventures reduce the vulnerability of poor

When girls are no longer late to school due to hours
spent collecting water, they are less likely to fall SEXUAL VIOLENCE
behind and drop out.
